MATHS UPDATE

Let us start with a huge thank you to all the children
and parents who have been ‘gigging’ away on
TTRockstars since its launch at the start of the year.
Some of the children are hitting amazing levels and
answering questions in less than 2 seconds. This speed
will only increase as they engage further. If your child
is yet to get going then hop on - games only last 1
minute and can be played on tablets, computers and
even phones, so great for the back of the car.

Across school, mathematics is as high a priority as
ever. Each class is currently working through the
number element of their curriculum, investigating the
four operations, the role of primes and how fractions
can be manipulated.

Finally, thank you for all the support the children
receive at home and for the amazing volunteers who
give their time to work with your children. Do not forget
that volunteers are always welcome to come into
school.

PE UPDATE

Last year at Newchurch, PE was a real success story.

MAKING MUSIC VISUAL PROJECT

As a result of achieving the Music Ambassador's Award,
we have been very fortunate in being selected to join
two other primary schools and three secondary schools
(one of which is Culcheth High School) across Halton
and Warrington to take part in a 'Making Music Visual
Project'. The project will involve, the secondary schools
composing music with the Northern Chamber Orchestra
and working with a specialist dance teacher to interpret
their composition. The Northern Chamber Orchestra will

also be coming into school to perform for our children.
Our Year Five children will have a series of six
workshops with a specialist digital artist who will work
with them to create images on the iPads in response to
the music they hear. At a performance evening in July
at the Parr Hall, the children will produce drawings
(during the performance) in reponse to the

music which will be projected in 3D around the Parr Hall
and on the dancers. How amazing will that be!

privately foster a child. A private foster carer is not a parent,
step parent, legal guardian, grandparent, brother, sister, aunt
or uncle (great aunt/great uncle are considered private foster
carers.)

Examples of private fostering arrangements:

e children sent from abroad to stay with another family

e parents who are working abroad

e a parent is in hospital

e teenagers who have broken ties with their parents

e children living with host families whilst studying.

What do you need to do?

Any parent, carer or professional who is aware of a private
fostering arrangement is legally required to inform the local
authority. It is vital that the council is aware of such
arrangements so that they can safeguard the welfare of
potentially vulnerable children.

If you are a parent making private fostering arrangements for
your child, you need to let the council know in writing at least

six weeks before the arrangement begins. If the arrangement is

due to start in less than six weeks or the child is already living
with the carer you need to let the council know immediately.
The council can help in completing a written agreement
between the parent(s) and the carer, covering:

e arrangements for financially supporting the child

e permission for the carer to seek emergency medical treatment

e the plan to keep in contact with the child.
