THE IMPORTANCE OF MUSIC

Music is a powerful, unique form of communication that can change the way pupils feel, think and act.  It brings together intellect and feeling and enables personal expression, reflection and emotional development.  It also increases self-discipline, creativity, aesthetic sensitivity and fulfilment.  (National Curriculum 2000)

STATEMENT OF COMMITMENT

All children will be given opportunities to develop their responsiveness to the aesthetic qualities of sound by becoming fully involved in all aspects of Music and Music history.

SCHEME OF WORK

The National Curriculum (2014) Programmes of Study will be taught through the both topic work and discreet music lessons.  These will be delivered using a range of resources including the ‘Music Express Scheme of Work’ and ‘Charanga’ online music resource.  All year groups from Year 2 up will have the opportunity to learn to play an instrument (Year 2 hand bells, Year 3 Keyboard, Year 4 Gospel singing, Year 5 guitars and Year 6 brass) provided by external music specialists in KS2.
Each year group from Year 1 to Year 6 will deliver a discreet music driver with a focus on a composer appropriate to the age of the children. (see curriculum overview)

ASSESSMENT

Every year the subject leader will monitor progression and progress through class big books and offer support where individual teachers feel there is a need.  The teacher will use the individual tasks and observation of individual children’s contribution during whole class discussions for assessment throughout each unit of work.  Pre tasks will be completed prior to the teaching of a unit and then a post task used to assess progress over the unit. Music trackers based on KLIPS assessment will be used to assess the children against age related expectations.  Teachers will complete the trackers for analysis and monitoring each term.
EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES
Throughout the school year every child is given the opportunity to enhance their music learning through a variety of activities. The children from Year 3 to Year 6 are given the opportunity to join a choir. They perform at Young Voices concerts and other opportunities throughout the year.  
The ongoing whole class music tuition conclude with a performance for their peers and parents.
The children in Key Stage 2 are given the opportunity to learn the violin, the guitar, the keyboard, the flute, the saxophone and the trumpet.  Newchurch is also part of Primary Arts Network and take part in the performance arts concerts.
There is an emphasis on high standards of performance through the whole school year when participating in special assemblies and plays.
MULTICULTURAL LINKS

At Newchurch, we develop our multicultural links as well as cross-curricular.  We look at Music from different countries and by different composers both male and female.  
MONITORING AND EVALUATION

Music will be monitored by the subject leader. This will be completed in a number of ways:

· Big book monitoring;

· Pupil conferencing;

· Observation during lessons by specialists and assemblies;

· Planning monitoring;

· Pre and post tasks progress measures.

The subject leader will also liaise with the music link governor (Janine Dowling) to monitor the attainment and progress as well as provision in music.
