Just like last year, payment can be made on the day at the gate at a cost of £2.50 per ticket but no
family tickets will be available so it is worth ordering them in advance. Any past Newchurch Robins and
their families are welcome to join us and can purchase tickets on the day. Alternatively, if they are
friends of yours, you could purchase tickets for them via ParentPay.

The PTA would like to organise a hamper raffle to raise funds for the school and so we will be having a
dress down day on Friday 11t July in return for donations of sweets, bottles, chocolates, candles, toys
etc. As we did last year, we ask that the donations are linked to the class colours.
